AREA 63 WINTER ASSEMBLY MINUTES: MARCH 24, 2007

Meeting opened by Area Chair, Perry G. How it works, 12 Traditions and 12 Concepts were read by Brittany, Char 
and Doug respectively.

DELEGATES REPORT: Estelle G, Panel 56. (Attached below)

AREA COMMITTEE BREAKOUT SESSIONS WERE HELD

AREA 63 (SD) DISTRICT REPORTS

DIST 2: Anne F, DCM; located in western SD, including Rapid City, east to Wall. There are 29 registered groups, with 
15 active in district meetings. They had 6 votes. District has approved a budget and prudent reserve. Committees 
are functioning well. Several new chairpersons have been assigned. The corrections & treatment has several new 
volunteers and always needs more. PI/CPC is working on carrying the message to the schools. Spring Thaw is April 
21-22 at Rushmore Plaza Holiday Inn. Women’s retreat will be May 4-6. 

DIST 3: Lloyd S, DCM; located in west-central SD. They have 6 registered and active groups. They had 3 votes at the 
assembly. New Beginnings held its 4th anniversary meeting in Jan with 30 attendees, with 327 yrs of sobriety counted. 
White River’s Out of Towners held their anniversary w/ 76 attendees. St Francis has requested literature for meetings. 

DIST 4: Bob G, DCM; located in southeastern SD, including Yankton, Vermillion, Freeman, Tabor, Tyndall and 
Springfield. There are 8 registered and active groups, however, getting them to the district meetings is difficult. The 
dist still needs volunteers for district service work. They had 2 votes at assembly.

DIST 5: Joan G, DCM; located in East Central SD, including Sioux Falls, Chester, Madison, Brandon, Salem and 
Flandreau. They have 21 registered groups with 12 active at the district level. They had 6 votes present. Dist 5 has 
been busy w/ activities since fall conference; including workshop held by the A Day in Spirituality group with Mel B, 
former trustee & co-author of Pass it On speaking. Inter-group sponsored a dance in Dec & and an Alka-thon. DCM 
reviewed list of all registered groups sent from GSO. These were updated and posted on the website. Dist meetings 
are well attended. Non-participating groups received a mailing from dist asking for their input, including literature to 
the GSR. Spring conference planning meetings are held regularly in preparation of the spring 2007 conference. A 
Spanish speaking group is taking shape and more information will follow. Web site is: www.siouxfallsaa.org

DIST 6: Jess C, DCM; located in NE SD, including Aberdeen, Redfield, Webster, Milbank, Big Stone, Britton. There 
are 10-12 registered groups, with 6-10 active in district. Three votes were present. New Years Eve party was success. 
They have located the dist check book and funds are still in the account. Dist 6 submitted bid for the 08 spring conf.

DIST 7: Rod B, DCM; located in N Central SD, including Mobridge, Herries, Selfby, Hoven, Gettysburg, Pierre, Ft 
Thompson, Murdo, Draper and Vivian. NO REPORT GIVEN.

DIST 8: Sally S, DCM: located in E Central SD. They have 10 registered and active groups in the district. 4 votes at the 
assembly. The district is still hosting a monthly Round Robin meeting, excluding Nov & Dec. They include potluck 
and speaker meetings. District meetings are held in rotating locations. Many picnics and camping trips are in the 
planning stages, including Woonsocket and Miller. Several members in the district have needed special prayers and 
encouragement.

DIST 9:  Leslie D, DCM: Located in Brookings, Clear Lake & Watertown with 9 registered groups, 11 active at the 
district level. They had 4 votes at the assembly. Two new groups added to district were supplied w/ start-up kits from 
district. Dist 9 hosted a mini-conference in Feb w/ 42 attendees. DCM attended the WCRSW in Lincoln in March.

DIST 10: Brian C, DCM: Located in the southern Black Hills, including Hot Springs, Custer and Hill City. There are 7 
registered groups and none active at district level. Dam’s group is the only active group at district level. They have 2 
groups not registered with GSO, (VA and Southern Hills treatment center). DCM is hoping for more participation 
from other groups.
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DIST 11: Mike, Alt Del reported on behalf of Susan J, DCM; located in southeast region, including Beresford, 
Centerville, Canton, Parker, Irene, Alcester, Elk Point and surrounding towns. Alcester meeting is no longer. 
Beresford Sunday night group is now registered. Participation is still a struggle within the district. Combined with 
Dist 5 for workshop. 

DIST 13: Karla M, DCM; located in Northern Hills, including Belle Fourche, Deadwood, Lead, Spearfish & Sturgis. 
They have 9 registered groups with 9 active in the district. They had 5 votes at the assembly. Dist is growing, adding 
2 new groups in Buffalo and Whitewood. The New Years party was well attended. Northern Hills Recovery Group is 
hosting 6th anniversary meeting March 31. This year’s celebration includes relationship panel. Fall 2007 conference 
planning is coming along. Event will be held at Spearfish Holiday Inn. District is holding meetings inside Meade Co 
jail and New Dawn treatment center. They are working on getting into the Lawrence Co jail also. Serenity group in 
Sturgis now holds a Saturday meeting and use Joe & Charlie tapes. 

DIST 1, 14 & 15 are not active at the Area 63 level. 

AREA 63 (SD) BREAK OUT SESSION COMMITTEE REPORTS

PUBLIC INFORMATION: Terry M chaired with 7 members in attendance.

Terry announced that he is moving to Wyoming and will be unable to complete his term as chairman. He graciously 
thanked the Area for allowing him to serve us. Area 63 thanks you for your service and encourages you to serve Area 
76 with the same spirit you have shared with us. Best wishes in your marriage and move.

1. Discussed how we are helping school districts in our area.
2. Discussed need to develop guidelines for Area 63 webmaster.
3. Discussed letter to DCMs on PI work in their district.
4. Nominated Tammy F to fill-in the remaining term as PI Chair in absence of Terry.

WEB SITE COMMITTEE: John E chaired in conjunction with PI committee.

1. Cost of the website is $14.95/mo. Webmaster pays this directly from personal credit card and is reimbursed.
2. Webmaster duties include general maintenance, posting changes to various meetings and posting events.

CPC (Cooperation with Professional Community): Anthony F chaired , for Todd T, with 4 members in attendance.

1. Reviewed progress on creating a “How To” information packet for GSRs & DCMs to include CPC workbook 
ordering information. 

2. Discussed generating two separate letters; one to GSRs on how to carry the message at personal level and how to 
carry the message to detox/hospitals, law enforcement and training programs.

3. Committee will create the (2) letters.
4. Committee wondered about video clips from GSO.

LITERATURE: Lori P chaired with 6 members in attendance.

1. Reviewed order that will be placed for literature by this committee.
2. Considered accepting a donation from Southside group for outdated material.

REMOTE COMMUNITIES / SPECIAL NEEDS COMMITTEE: Jim K chaired with 6 members in attendance.

1. Reviewed the Area 63 committee system – Policies and Procedures documents. Version on hand has not been 
updated. 

2. Revised the composition – scope and procedures document for this committee and updates are in the binder.
3. Consider how we might better serve the small communities, especially those on reservations. Planning to 

communicate between Area assemblies via email for the purpose of building a contact list of members in small 
towns. 

4. Discussed how to get members from small towns involved in conference planning.
5. Committee received flyers regarding Native Americans AA Gathering in Washington State.
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ARCHIVES: Darla J chaired with 2 members in attendance.

1. Reviewed the workbook. Discussed what to collect and what to discard; is it an artifact or archive?
2. Reviewed information on acid-free sheets.
3. Reviewed inventory sheets and discussed what archives to look at.
4. Set May 12, 2007 as date to meet in Mitchell at Tobens Transfer to inspect the archives.
5. Reviewed use of white gloves when handling the archives.
6. Discussed what should be included in the traveling archives. 
7. Discussed need to make a list of all past delegates for Area 63.
8. Recommend that the current chairperson remain in the position for an additional (2) years as chairperson. They 

referred to archives workbook, page 13-14 which says it is the shared experience not to rotate frequently since it 
takes a considerable length of time to get familiar with the material.

9. Correction: Archives are held in storage in Mitchell and a traveling archive is held in Beresford.

REPORT & CHARTER: Chris D chaired with 4 members in attendance.

1. Reviewed the minutes from the 2007 Fall Convention. 
2. Discussed correction of Area 63 Minutes – Confidential Listing of officers and DCMs and listing all 15 districts, 

which reflect the Area 63 district map. The minutes will simply show that some districts are not active at area 
level.

3. Discussed “How to Guide” and need to revise and update. This is now an issue under an Ad Hoc committee.
4. Discussed need for Area inventory to identify how the Area can better serve the districts and groups.
5. Recommend that an Area 63 conduct an inventory of how we can better serve the Area groups and districts.
6. Discussed that the minutes will refer to the business meetings held in Pierre as Assemblies, rather than 

workshops.
7. Requested copies of past minutes from Assemblies and Conferences.

CORRECTIONS: Dean B chaired with xx members in attendance.

1. Discussed job description for correction committee chair.
2. Discussed agenda for corrections panel at the Spring Conference to view “Carrying the message..” video.
3. Recommended that corrections committee be allowed time slot on the conferences.
4. Discussed “pink can” idea continuing.

POLICY AGENDA: Norm chaired with 5 members.

1. Reviewed the GSO agenda items.
2. Reviewed the policy handbook.
3. Considered tentative dates for 2008 Workshops: April 5-6 and Aug 23. (** TENTATIVE **)

FINANCE: John T chaired with 6 members in attendance.

1. Reviewed treasurer’s report from 10/21/06 to 12/31/06 and 01/01/07 to 03/23/07.
2. Audited checkbook.
3. Reviewed treasurer’s letter to the fellowship.
4. Reviewed options for where to host the Area Assemblies facilities, since rent is now $300 for 2 days at Pierre 

Chamber. They have raised rates to avoid conflict with hotels/motels that are chamber members.
5. Considered options of how to reach out to registered groups that are not currently contributing to the Area. 

Committee wants to try to determine what reasons some groups are not contributing to the Area level. If they are 
withholding funding to vote by purse-string, they need to let the Area know why so we can better serve the Area.

6. Discussed process of proposed 2008 budget, beginning June 2007 the committee will use the previous 12-months 
of income plus 20% to arrive at our 2008 proposed budget figures.

7. Recommended that the Summer Assembly be held at the Capital Visitors’ center rather than the Chamber, 
pending availability. 
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NEW BUSINESS: Recommendations 

1. Public Information Committee nominated Tammy F to fill in the position for Terry McN following his move. 
Motions made on floor and vote taken. Motion was approved unanimously.

No further action will be taken on this matter.

1. Archives made a motion to extend the length of time for archives chair from a 2-yr term to extend it to a 4-yr term. 
Motion was seconded and discussion ensued. A motion was made to amend the motion to read: Archives position 
is amended to 4-yrs and with an alternate archivist to be selected on overlapping 4-yr terms. Following 
discussion, the amended motion was withdrawn. The motion was tabled pending further discussion and 
investigation. Should the area have a permanent archivist or a longer rotating position? 

The archives committee will do further work on this matter before bringing it back to the Area for approval.

2. Report & Charter made motion to change the title of the Area Secretary to Area Secretary/Registrar, consistent 
with the 2006 Service Manual P S42. This would permit the Sec/Registrar access to the new database at the GSO 
for updating group records and develop more accurate mailing lists. Motion was seconded and discussion 
ensued. GSO is developing a new web-accessed database for updating group registration information. This 
should eliminate some over-lap between some groups reporting their change in service to the Area Secretary 
and/or the GSO. The secretary would have access to the GSO database as registrar for the Area and thus 
eliminating the need to have a secondary database that the Area currently keeps. Motion was approved.

Groups/Districts will need to review this item and vote to approve/disapprove at the Spring Conference.
Motion: To rename the Area Secretary position to be called: Area Secretary/Registrar. Contact Chris D. for 
further background information if needed.

3. Report & Charter made motion to create and distribute an Area Inventory to all groups and districts and to 
conduct an Area inventory at the 2008 Spring Conference in Aberdeen during the afternoon session, in lieu of the 
normal Area business meeting. Motion seconded and discussion ensued. Discussion high-centered on the 
question of how the Area will conduct its normal business at the spring conference and what type of inventory 
we’ll use. Question called and ratified. Vote to approve failed. Minority opinion voiced need to allow the 
committee to do its work and trust that they will provide a good inventory. One person in majority changed vote. 
The assembly changed its mind and reopened the motion for discussion. A motion was made to change the 
recommendation and to delay the approval, pending the committee’s ability to work on details including when 
the inventory would be completed and how the Area would conduct its normal business and what style of 
inventory would be used. The committee withdrew the motion and will work out more details before 
submitting at the Spring Conference.

The committee will do further work on this matter before bringing it back to the Area for approval.

4. Corrections made a motion to allow for time slot to be scheduled at the Spring & Fall Conferences for discussing 
corrections work. Motion seconded and discussion followed. Comments hear centered on how important the 
work w/ corrections is and how there is a continued need to get more members involved. Some were concerned 
about when the conference would hold their workshop for corrections and whether or not it’s right for the 
assembly to mandate a time slot. Question called and vote taken: 26-18 against. Motion passed to recommend 
that time slot at all future conferences for corrections workshop. Minority opinion heard: should be left up to 
the committee hosting the conference; time slot for conferences should be held open for more than just the 
corrections committee to spread the message on the other committees. One majority passed.

Groups/Districts will need to review this item and vote to approve/disapprove at the Spring Conference.
Motion: To create a time slot at future Spring/Fall Conventions to hold a corrections workshop. Contact Dean 
B for further background information if needed.

5. Assembly from Pierre Chamber of Commerce to the Capital Visitors Center pending availability. The facility 
does not allow for smoking and so the smokers will have to walk to space off capitol grounds. Motion passed 
unanimously. No further action is needed by the groups/districts.

   Anthony F, chairman stated that 425 registrations need to break even on proposed budget.

Letter from Remote Communities Chairperson, Jim K.

“If we keep on the way we are going there is little doubt that much good will result, but the surface of the problem would hardly be 
scratched. Those of us who live in large cities are overcome by the reflection that close by hundreds are dripping into oblivion every 
day. Many could recover if they had the opportunity we have enjoyed. How then shall we present that which has been so freely given 
us?”, from AA page 19.

I had received a note as we sat in our breakout session in Rapid City last fall. It said that Jim S would like an update on of the 
Remote Communities Committee work. I was inspired to visit Jim in person on my way home from that Conference to talk to him 
about our focus. Jim lives in Wood SD and is active in AA on a number of fronts. The White River Out of Towner’s group is his home 
group.

We had a long talk about the problem of wide spread alcoholism on the reservations in South Dakota. And I shared with Jim that 
we have looked at the concerns of handicap accessibility in meeting places and have tried to raise awareness in the groups of 
members with special needs.

The response to the survey sheets we distributed was small but may be taken as a cross section of the groups in SD. There is not a 
large problem with members having handicaps identified by that survey. That is not surprising. No news flash there. We have 
some members with needs and we have meetings that seek to meet those needs.

It is also not new information that there is an epidemic of alcoholism and drug addiction on the reservations. The survey sheets did 
not touch on this at all. But we know that it has been true for decades that the Indian people suffer badly from this disease.

Jim told me much of his story and he shared his hope in recovery with me at his table. He described himself as an “old sergeant’ in 
his approach to sponsoring new members. I asked him how many old sergeants there are to help him there. “Not many”, he told 
me. For Jim those “dropping into oblivion every day’ are ‘close by’. Family and friends and neighbors. His people.

So, what about us town folk. Is this problem “remote” and distant? What can we do? These reservations are THE frontier when it 
comes to the problem of alcoholism. I have searched for official statistics and did not find any but we know the problem is huge. 
Don’t we.

What an opportunity for our Area! An opportunity for CPC work with professionals on the reservations. Doctor and pharmacists, 
counselors and law enforcement. An opportunity for PI work with the Tribal leaders and community centers. An opportunity for 
Correction and Bride the Gap work in the prison system where there are hundreds of alcoholics who return home to the 
reservation and the epidemic. An opportunity for home town AA’s to get in the car together and help support a small group in a 
small town.
